Get set for an unforgettable Ayodhya - Muktinath - Pashupathi Nath 

Yatra! A spiritual sojourn awaits, filled with cultural marvels and 

divine vibes.  

Day 1: HYDERABAD TO SONALI BORDER VIA LUCKNOW 

AND GORAKHPUR  

Fly to Lucknow and then travel to Sonali Border, covering a distance 

of approximately 345 km in about 7 hours via Gorakhpur. Stay 

overnight at Sonali Border  

Day 2: SONALI BORDER TO POKHARA VIA LUMBINI  

Start your day early with breakfast and a journey to Lumbini, the 

birthplace of Buddha (30 km, approximately 1 hour). After lunch, 

proceed to Pokhara, covering approximately 190 km in about 6 hours. 

Stay overnight in Pokhara.  

Day 3: POKHARA TO JOMSOM AND MUKTINATH 

Early morning departure to Muktinath via Jomsom, facing 

challenging road conditions in Scorpio vehicles for approximately 

160 km over 7 hours. Stay overnight in Jomsom. Note: The route may 

have landslide sections and rock-falling zones. The road conditions in 

April-May-June are fantastic, offering a unique travel experience 

Day 4: JOMSOM TO MUKTINATH AND BACK TO POKHARA 

Begin the day with a refreshing wake-up and hot tea in the cool 

weather. Head to the Muktinath jeep stand using the same transport. 

From the jeep stand, embark on a 3 km walk to Muktinath Temple 

(option for         or         assistance). At the temple, climb 125 to 150 

steps for darshan, take a bath with 108 sacred water spouts, and 

witness Lord Vishnu's divine presence. Situated at an altitude of 3,710 

meters, Muktinath Temple is nestled in the Mustang District of Nepal. 

Return to Pokhara via Jomsom for an overnight stay. 



Day 5: POKHARA LOCAL SIGHTSEEING 

Start the day with an early wake-up and freshen up. Enjoy a delightful 

breakfast        &             before embarking on Pokhara's local sightseeing. 

Explore attractions such as Fewa Lake, Barahi Temple, Davi’s Fall, 

and Guptewar Cave. Conclude the day with an overnight stay in 

Pokhara. 

Day 6: POKHARA TO KATHMANDU VIA MANOKAMINIDEVI 

Rise early and freshen up, savoring a delightful breakfast               with 

Tea           . Head towards Kathmandu via Manokaminidevi for Shakthi 

Peeth Darshan. Enjoy an overnight stay in Kathmandu. 

Day 7: KATHMANDU LOCAL SIGHTSEEING 

Begin the day with an early wake-up, followed by a refreshing 

session. Relish a delicious        breakfast        with Tea            and head for 

Pashupatinath Jyothirlingam Temple Darshan. Explore the local 

attractions in Kathmandu before settling in for an overnight stay. 

Day 8: KATHMANDU LOCAL OR JANAKPURI 

Early morning, wake up and freshen up, enjoying a delightful        

breakfast        with Tea           . Choose between local sightseeing or a 

visit to Janakpuri (flight at an extra charge). Conclude the day with an 

overnight stay in Kathmandu. 

Day 9: KATHMANDU TO GORAKHPUR VIA SONALI BORDER 

Start the day with a tasty        breakfast        accompanied by Tea           . 

Depart for Gorakhpur via Sonali Border, covering approximately 340 

km in about 12 hours. Enjoy an overnight stay at Sonali Border. 

 

 



Day 10: GORAKHPUR TO NAIMISHARANYAM 

Early morning, wake up and freshen up, relishing a delightful        

breakfast        with Tea           . Proceed to Naimisharanyam for temple 

darshan and explore the local temples. Stay overnight in 

Naimisharanyam. 

Day 11: NAIMISHARANYAM TO AYODHYA 

Begin the day with an early wake-up and refreshing session, followed 

by a delightful        breakfast        with Tea/Coffee           . Take a bath in 

Chakra Tirtha, visit Sri Lalitha Devi Temple, Balaji Temple, and 

other sacred sites. In the evening, proceed to Ayodhya, covering 

approximately 225 km in about 5 hours. Enjoy an overnight stay in 

Ayodhya. Naimisharanya, known as Neemsar, holds significance in 

Hindu mythology, connecting it to Lord Brahma, Lord Vishnu, 

Goddess Sati, and Lord Shiva. It is revered as the first and most 

sacred of all Tirth Sthans for Hindus, where the pantheon of 33 crores 

Hindu Gods and Goddesses is believed to reside. 

Day 12: AYODHYA TO LUCKNOW AIRPORT 

Wake up early with a cheerful        mood and freshen up. Commence 

the day by visiting the world-class newly constructed Sai Ram 

Mandir. Enjoy a local lunch and then depart for Lucknow airport,

No refunds will be provided if a tourist cancels the tour, and the 

advance/full amount will not be refunded (refer to the Cancellation 

Policy). 

Adherence to the time schedule announced by the Tour 

Operator/Guide is essential to cover all planned destinations. 



Conveyance charges from the bus alighting point to hotels/temples 

and other locations inaccessible to tourist buses due to traffic 

regulations are the responsibility of the tourists. 

In the case of any tour extensions or delays, a daily charge ranging 

from Rs. 2,000 to Rs. 5,000 will be applicable. 

 

CANCELLATION RULES: 

Cancellation before 30 days from the date of booking incurs a 10% 

charge on the Tour package amount, excluding train, flight, 

helicopter, and cruise cancellation charges. 

Cancellation between 30 days to 15 days will result in a 25% charge 

from the tour package amount. 

Cancellation between 15 days to 7 days incurs a 50% charge of the 

Tour package amount. 

Cancellation less than 7 days before departure will not be eligible for 

any refund. 

Cancellation within 7 days with a reference to other customers will 

result in a 75% refund added to the new customer.
